Hussain has achieved a fantastic reputation within the local industry. The 
established Mango House restaurant in Magor – which recently celebrated its 10th 
anniversary – is renowned throughout south-east Wales for its exquisite food and 
exemplary service. The success of this restaurant has enabled Jang and his family to 
invest in a venue in the centre of Cardiff. 

As Jang explains: ‘We are delighted to have been able to open our new Mango 
House restaurant in such an excellent location on Westgate Street.
